Faith
 Matthew 9:27-30 

27 As Jesus went on from there, two blind men followed Him, shouting, "Have mercy on us, Son of David!" 
28 When He entered the house, the blind men approached Him, and Jesus said to them, "Do you believe that I can do this?" "Yes, Lord," they answered Him. 
29 Then He touched their eyes, saying, "Let it be done for you according to your faith!" 30 And their eyes were opened. 

The confession of faith is a great condition of Christ’s mercy. For those who would receive the mercy of Christ must firmly believe in the power of Christ. Christ demands a profession of faith in his power. To have faith in the power of Christ is not only to assure ourselves of it, but to commit ourselves to it, and encourage ourselves in it. The blind men put their cure upon their faith, “according to your faith be it unto you”. When they begged for a cure, Jesus enquired about their faith - “Believe ye that I am able?” and not about their wealth, whether they were able to pay him for a cure; nor into their reputation, should he get credit by curing them; but into their faith.

This speaks about:
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 (1) Jesus knows about the sincerity of our faith, and His acceptance and admiration of it.  It is of great comfort to Christians, that Jesus Christ knows about their faith, and is well pleased with it. Though it be weak, though others do not notice it, though they themselves are ready to question it, it is known to Jesus. 
(2) If we believe, then we can accept what is to come. Believers who apply themselves to Jesus Christ, shall be rewarded according to their faith; not according to their imagination, nor according to their works. Our comforts flow according to whether our faith is strong or weak. We are not justified in Christ, let us not then be justified in ourselves.
How can we increase our faith?
Bible Reading:
Luke 17: 5-6
5   The apostles said to the Lord, "Increase our faith!" 

6   And the Lord said, "If you had faith like a mustard seed, you would say to this mulberry tree, 'Be uprooted and be planted in the sea'; and it would obey you.
The apostles’ request was genuine. They wanted a greater faith necessary for radical forgiveness. But Jesus did not directly answer their question because the amount of faith is not as important as its genuineness. Faith is not something we use to put on a show for others. Faith is complete and humble obedience to God’s will, readiness to do whatever he calls us to do. THIS IS FAITH IN OUR ALL-POWERFUL GOD.
Jesus used a mustard seed because it is small but it is alive and growing. Like a tiny seed, a small amount of genuine faith will take root and grow. Almost unnoticeable at first, the seed will begin to spread, first under the ground and then it will sprout out so that everyone will notice it. Although each change will be gradual and imperceptible, soon this faith will have produced wonderful results that will uproot and destroy competing loyalties. We don’t need more faith. A tiny seed of faith is enough, if it is alive and growing.
